• All returning students must try on their uniform. 
• Allow 30 minutes for your uniform fitting.

Dress Full Band Uniform: 
Coat, Trousers, Cape, Cords & Chain 
Cummerbund & Dickie 
Orange Band T-shirt*  
Black socks* & black Drillmaster shoes* 
Black gloves* 
Hat & plume (Beret for tubas) 

Summer Band Uniform: 
Black Docker style trousers* 
Orange collared polo shirt*  
Black socks* 
Black Drillmaster shoes*

Parade & Field Show appearance guidelines 
• No jewelry (earrings, bracelets, rings etc.) 
• Hair of both males and females must be off the collar and tucked under hat 
• Shoe laces must be tucked into shoes 
• Black socks and black gloves are mandatory 
 
While in uniform: 
Do not eat or drink anything except water 
Do not put any elements of your uniform on the ground 
Do not roughhouse 
Do not display any inappropriate behavior 
 
See a uniform volunteer immediately if: 
You forgot your black socks 
You forgot your black gloves 
You forgot your Drillmaster shoes 
Your uniform needs repair – button, zipper, chain, cord, etc. 
 
Hang your uniform properly: 
Trousers – right side out, seams and pleats lined up, hang over hangar 
Cummerbund – hang on top of trousers 
Dickie – hang over hangar hook 
Cape – properly attached to coat 
Cords & chain – properly attached to coat 
Coat – hang neatly on hangar, hooked at collar 
Socks, gloves & Drillmasters – stored in your garment bag 
Garment bag – carefully zipped 
Hat – stored in your hat box 
Plume – returned to uniform volunteer staff 
 
Suggestion: 
Keep extra black socks in your garment bag! 
Write your name in your Drillmasters!
